The Greatest Blessing  

The original Greek word for "Bethany" is Bethania, which means "House of Suffering", "House of 
Figs". And Bethany was not far from Jerusalem, about three kilometers. The three siblings, 
Martha, Mary and Lazarus, lived there, as well as Simon who had leprosy. Jesus traveled daily 
between Jerusalem and Bethany in the days before His crucifixion. (Mark 11:11-12, 19) 

"When Jesus had come into Jerusalem, and had entered into the temple, and had looked around 
at all kinds of objects, and it was evening, he went out of the city with his twelve disciples, and 
departed for Bethany. The next day they came out of Bethany ...... Every evening Jesus went out 
of the city." 

Scripture: Luke 10: 38-42 

1. Mary's personality 
Mary's personality was introverted, devoted, quiet, humble, and hungry for the Word of 
God; she had spiritual discernment and insight. 

     2.  Mary's ministry 

• There is only one thing that is indispensable - to sit at the feet of the Lord and draw near to 
Him. 
a) Mary was attracted to Jesus alone, despite all the traditions of culture and status. 

➢ James 4:8 Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. 
➢ Proverbs 8:34-35 Blessed is the man that heareth me, watching daily at my gates, 

waiting at the posts of my doors. For whoso findeth me findeth life, and shall obtain 
favour of the LORD. 

❖ Waiting on God is not in vain~~ Andrew Murray 
➢ right order 
➢ One lesson we must learn is that we should never sacrifice time for God in our lives 

because we are busy, "When people are right (connected to God), things will be 
right." 

(2) Superior Blessings - Cannot be Taken Away - The Value of Jesus in Mary's Heart 
❖ The love we had for the Lord in the beginning must have been a superior love 

➢ Song of Songs 8：7   Many waters cannot quench love, neither can the floods 

drown it: if a man would give all the substance of his house for love, it would utterly 
be contemned. 

➢ Philippians 3:7 But whatever I thought was good for me before, I now consider as 
detrimental because of Christ. 

 ) Mary was praised by Jesus twice in the Bible, and brought a vial of very costly 

ointment and poured it on His head while He was sitting. 

a) What she did to me was a thing of beauty 

➢ Mattew 26:13  Truly, truly, I say to you, wherever this gospel is preached in the 

whole world, let it be a memorial to you to tell what this woman has done. 

➢ The purpose of the gospel should be to enable a person to come to know Jesus 

and fall In love with Him, even to the point of pouring out all that is most precious to 

him. 

3. Martha's personality 

Martha was gifted in ministry, outgoing, hospitable, warm, proactive, positive, responsible, 
generous in sharing, attentive, "loved to cook" and "loved the Lord" Jesus. 



4. Martha's ministry 

(1) Busy in heart - "And Martha, having much to serve, and being busy in heart, came in and 
said, Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me to serve alone? Please command her to 
come and help me." (Lk 10:40) 

The Greek word for "busyness" means "to be pulled, to be dragged away". This means that at 
first Martha wanted to focus on one thing, but then she was pulled away by all kinds of things. 

(2) Busyness brings self-pity "Don't You care?" - means just that-God! Thou art not fair. 

It means that Jesus didn't prioritize and actually didn't ask Mary to do Martha a favor. 
Example: 1 Elijah ……Am I the only one left? (1 Kings 19) 

     2 Oldest Son... All these years I have served you, I have never disobeyed. 。。 (Lk 15) 

When we don't have the right attitude. 
➢ Those whom I love I rebuke and discipline. So be earnest and repent.  (Rev. 3:19). 

In Scripture, when God calls a person continuously, it is either in a state of immediate danger, 
and God wants him to stop immediately; or when the person is about to enter into sin, and God 
intervenes immediately to stop it; or it is a reminder to be watchful lest he falls into a temptation. 
"Abraham, Abraham," (Gen 22:11) "Moses, Moses," (Ex 3:4) "Simon, Simon," (Lk 22:31) 

"Martha, Martha, "thou art troubled with thoughts for many things. But indispensable is only one 
thing. Mary has chosen that excellent blessing, which cannot be taken away from her." (Lk 10:41) 

(3) Disturbing thoughts tend to defocus our faith 

Jesus did not say that Martha "did too much", but that she "thought too much". The word 
"thinking" in the original means to be torn apart from all sides and to be torn to pieces, while the 
word "vexation" is like a capsized ship tossing on the sea, following the waves all the time, and 
having no control over one's own direction! 

➢ 1Co 9:27 I am attacking myself, that the body may obey me, lest I preach the gospel to 
others and myself be rejected. 

Conclusion:  

There is only one thing that is indispensable, namely, to love you, to long for you, and to be close 
to you; this is always the goal of my ministry. Don't let the busyness of the outside world and the 
success or failure of my ministry take away my inner focus on You. 

➢ Psalm 16:11 You will show me the way of life. There is joy in thy presence with 
satisfaction, and everlasting bliss at thy right hand. 

• before you - draw nearer to God, read God's word more often, and receive revelation and 
light from it. 

• There is everlasting bliss in your right hand - meaning there is everlasting bliss in God's 
hand that cannot be taken away. 

Discussion : 

1. What was Mary's greatest secret in being praised by Jesus? 
2. Pray that the Lord would shine a light on your attitude and mood in ministry lately. Have you 

begun to think and worry, or even complain (audibly and silently), criticize, and be self-
righteous again? 

3. Share your spiritual life with the group, and if you have not yet begun to practice it, begin to 
cultivate a daily practice of setting your heart on Jesus first (waiting quietly on the Lord for at 
least 15 minutes), and to be a "right" person before you start today's day. 
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
