from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after 
another.Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid 
entering into cults/heretical groups.

Parents’ Value on Nurturing the Christians of the Next Generation

Scripture: Proverbs 22:6 

Introduction 

1. This is about a wish of a Christian parent.  

2. In today’s generation, it is indeed a difficult task in nurturing children in the society. 

3. Which is filled with unfavorable trends and values, cultural shocks, conflicts within family 

members and etc. In the event of this, the situation has lead a ‘loving God’ family from turning 

away from Christ. 

4. We often hear about the unfavorable encounters of parents for being helpless and devastated 

when teaching their children.  

I. What is the main God’s purpose for creating a family? 

1. Marriage and family are set up by God 

- In the beginning, God created Man and later realized it was not ideal for a man to stay alone and 

then He created Woman.  

- From that moment, the man & the woman formed an eternal marriage vow as well as a family.  

- Whereas, in reality, how many couples can withhold the marriage vows which were formed by 

God in the very beginning. 

2. What is the objective of God by creating a family? 

- It is God’s wish to bless the couple and to share with them all His blessings. 

- Besides, His blessing shall pass on generations and the posterity shall rule all things on the earth.  

- To explain that, God wants to bless the family throughout the generations. 

3. God’s wish to bless His generations 

- God does not only create Adam & Eve and to have intimate relationship with them, but also with 

the generations. 

- Similarly, God also wants our generations to know Him as personal Lord and savior. 

- What will happen if salvation only stay on with us but not our generations? This is the situation 

that the churches are facing today.  

- There are things in the world that will pass one day, yet only the children of God are His greatest 

heritance and we ought to be focused on the children’s salvation.  

II. To nurture and nourish the life of children as to retain the heritance of God 

1. To accept God as personal savior 

2.   God’s promise: He blesses the righteousness one and the descendants 



3. God wants to lay His blessing upon the parents 

- What expectations do we have on our children? Parents are expecting children to do better than 

them. However, do parents expect their children to serve the Lord more than they do?  

- There is no guarantee that his/her descendants would follow Jesus. However, parents are able to 

lead & nurture a child’s life with teaching and discipline.  

4. God created men & thus He shall be responsible to teach & nurture a person’s life 

Malachi 2：15  Has not the one God made you? You belong to him in body and spirit. And 

what does the one God seek? Godly offspring. So be on your guard, and do not be unfaithful to 

the wife of your youth. 

III. The position and principle of nurturing 

1. As for me and my family, we shall serve the Lord 

2. How did it form?  

- Joshua, the successor of Moses who gathered the Israelites at his age of 110. It tells about how 

God saved the people & provided them with supplies for 40 years, and lastly how He expelled 

the interracial tribe out from the Canaan land and lastly granted them with the piece of land.  

- Joshua requested the people to set up a covenant with God and to crave a big rock & laid it 

under a tree beside the sanctuary. 

3. God endows the spiritual authority & responsibility upon the parents 

4. Belief of family members in helping one another 

 

IV. The model of new testament 

1. Spiritual influence 

- In times of new testament, when the head of the family has believed Christ, he shall influence 

the whole family and lead the whole family to Christ.  

2. It is common by having the whole family baptizing & serving the Lord together as a family 

3. It is a basic requirement for a church leader to have the spiritual influence in the family 

Conclusion:  

1. It is important for Christian parents to be more focused in leading their children into godly life, 

rather than to be only pleased with the accomplishment of their children. The children shall 

serve the Lord and to be blessed. In opposite, it would be the greatest regret for parents if the 

children could only have great accomplishment yet not having Christ in their lives.  

2. It is God’s desire to be loved by His descendants.  

3. “As for me and my family, we shall serve the Lord” – This was not only meant to be the covenant 

of Joshua, but to us as well.

What kind of place should a “home” be?

Ephesians 2:19-22 NIV
'Consequently, you are no longer foreigners and strangers, but fellow citizens with God’s
people and also members of his household, built on the foundation of the apostles and
prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the chief cornerstone. In him the whole building is
joined together and rises to become a holy temple in the Lord. And in him you too are being
built together to become a dwelling in which God lives by his Spirit.'

1) Home is a place that we can be real to each other
Therefore each of you must put off falsehood and speak truthfully to your neighbor, for we are all

members of one body. Ephesians 4:25

● Only by being “true” to each other can we live together naturally and comfortably.

● True unity makes relationships last.

2) Home is a place that we be responsible for one another
..not looking to your own interests but each of you to the interests of the others. Philippians 2:4

● It is God's will that we practice all for one, and one for all.

● It is more blessed and joyful to give than to receive.

3) Home is a place of mutual acceptance
Accept one another, then, just as Christ accepted you, in order to bring praise to God. Romans 15:7

● We all have our weaknesses, but we also have our strengths.

● Do not seek to blame one another, but to complement one another.

4) Learning to love others as yourself in the family
“A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. By

this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.” John 13:34-35

● The family of Christ should love differently from the Gentiles.

● The family of Christ is a community which we all belong to, and we should practice

our faith here.
