Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after 
another.Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid 
entering into cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need 
assistance, please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral 
staff.

Title: Become an Influence 
 
Bible Reference: 
7But whatever were gains to me I now consider loss for the sake of Christ.  
8What is more, I consider everything a loss because of the surpassing worth 
of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things. I 
consider them garbage, that I may gain Christ heavenward in Christ Jesus. 
(Phi 3:7-8) 
 
12 Not that I have already obtained all this, or have already arrived at my 
goal, but I press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold of 
me. 
13 Brothers and sisters, I do not consider myself yet to have taken hold of it. 
But one thing I do: Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is 
ahead,  
14 I press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me 
heavenward in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 3:12-14) 
 
Introduction: 
1. Everyone has influence! 
2. Life has the strongest influence 

 
Content: 
 
1. The life course of Joseph (Gen 37-50) 

a. The life of a father’s favoured son (Gen 37:3) 
b. Fallen into slavery in Egypt (Gen 37:28) 
c. Falsely accused and imprisoned (Gen 39:20) 
d. Elevated to a high social status as the second-in-command of Egypt 

(Gen 41:40-41) 

 
2. How Joseph was tested 

a. The test of difficult circumstances (Gen 37:2, 39:1,41:40-41) 
b. The test of temptation (Gen 39:12) 
c. The test of riches, position and wealth (Gen 39:4) 

 
3. How Joseph responded 

a. Accept the situation – be resilient and ‘flexible’ 
b. Fear God – escape from temptation 
c. Trust in God – wait quietly 

 



4. What Joseph’s life was actually like 
a. Become an influence in his father's family  
b. Become an influence in Potiphar's house  
c. Being an influence in prison  
d. Become influential in Egypt 

 
5. Key to Joseph's influence 

a. And the Lord was with him (Acts 7:9-10, Gen 39:1-2,3-4,21-22,23) 
b. Joseph’s faithfulness (Gen 39:9,40:14,23) 
c. Joseph’s forgiveness (Gen 50:19-20,41:51-52) 

 
 
During the 13 years of preparation, God would elevate Joseph's life and 
finally bring impact. 
Joseph needed that brokenness in order to be made whole in him. 
“There is no elevation without evaluation!” 
“No progress without process!” 
“When your BEING is transformed, then your DOING will also be 
transformed!” 
“When a man's heart is right, circumstances cannot shake him” 

 
Conclusion: 

1. Everyone has influence! 
2. Every success and failure in life makes life grow and bring good 

influence. 
3. Be an influence in every stage and season of your life!
