3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after 
another.Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid 
entering into cults/heretical groups.

The Example of Jesus the Savior 

- Humility and Selflessness - 

1. The life of Jesus is a very important example for us to learn from in our lives. 

2. For our Christian faith begins with the knowledge of Jesus Christ. 

3. To understand the humility and self-sacrifice of Jesus' life, Paul's written book 
of Philippians can be used for study. 

A. The Epistle to the Philippians was written by Paul years later in a Roman prison cell 

1. This letter is very different from Paul's other epistles 

- The focus is on his fellowship with the church at Philippi. 

2. So there's an obvious theme of Koinonia in this letter. 

- The Greek word Koinonia is mostly translated as fellowship. 

- In Chinese Bibles, the word "traffic" is often translated as "fellowship". The word 
"traffic" has a very deep meaning 

3. Ancient people believed that the blood of Siamese twins carried the meaning of 
the Koinonia Fellowship. 

- That means if one dies, the other dies. 

- In the same way there is this quality in the fellowship, that what happens to this 
person happens to that person, and this is the real spiritual meaning of the 
fellowship koinonia, which is the relationship of life. 

4. The church at Philippi did not have the same problems as other churches. 

- But the fellowship of this church has been destroyed by two sisters. 

5. And the church at Philippi grew proud. 

- Therefore, Paul had to say to them through this epistle. 

Phil 2:2-4  

6. Through the example of Christ himself, Paul wanted the Philippians to see that 
only by following the humility of Jesus Christ will they be exalted by God the 
Father. 

 

 



B. Thus from Phil 2:5 the apostle Paul began to explain to the Philippian believers  

Phil2:5 In your relationships with one another, have the same mindset as Christ 
Jesus. 

1. This statement is an important exhortation 

2. To be obedient to this exhortation is to understand its meaning carefully 

- So, the whole point is, "Let the humility of Jesus Christ be the starting point of 
your intentions, thoughts, and attitudes, and live as an example of the Lord's 
humility." 

3. Philippians 2:6-8 Answer this question 

bible verse：Phil 2:6-8 

1. The Christ Jesus was in the image of God. 

2.  He humbled himself and took the form of a man. 

3.  Even to the point of dying on the cross. 

C. Christ Himself is in the image of God 

1. What does Christ's original image of God tell us about Him before His 
incarnation? 

- What’s the meaning of "He was in the image of God"? 
- The original meaning is "all the time." 

2. What is "image"? 

- Image means that Jesus Christ possesses the "attributes" or "nature" of God. 

- Jesus Christ Himself is God, always has been and always will be, is a very 
important truth. 

D. Christ's humility and self-sacrifice 

1. What about Christ, who had the nature of God until He came to earth? 

Phil 2:6-7 

2. What does it mean that "He did not take it upon Himself to be equal with 
God"? 

- It means that before His descent He had equal divine status with God the Father, 
but He did not insist that He had divine privileges. 



- Christ's self-emptying, i.e., emptying Himself, was an unprecedented, 
incomparable self-emptying, which no one forced Him to do, but which He did of 
His own free will. 

3. What did Christ empty and give up? 

- "Instead of emptying Himself" follows the phrase, "He took the image of a 
slave." 

4. As a result of this addition, Christ underwent some changes and made some 
renunciations. 

- Christ went through a fourfold change: 

1. Changing places: from heaven to earth 

2. Changes in property: from wealth to poverty 

3. Changes in glory: from heavenly glory to being unrecognized and humiliated by 
men 

4. Change of status: from equality with God to acceptance of servanthood 

5.  In the end He went through an ultimate agony 

- His death was not a natural death, but the death of the cross. 

9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name that is above 

every name, 
10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under 

the earth, 

(Phil 2:9-10) 

- So Paul finally, after experiencing the humble, self-sacrificing life of Jesus, said 
these two very precious words     

Phil 3:8 What is more, I consider everything a loss because of the surpassing worth of 

knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things. I consider them 

garbage, that I may gain Christ. 

Phil 3:13-14 …Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead,  I press 

on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenward in Christ 

Jesus. 

Conclusion: 

1. We can see the Lord Jesus of his love and obedience. 

2.  And to see the humility, obedience, courage, selflessness, self-sacrifice, and 
death-defying faithfulness of His life as an example for our lives to follow!

HOW TO BE HAPPY EVEN IN PRISON

INTRODUCTION:  Be Careful What You Ask From God. 
 

It is not wrong to ask from God (James 4:2,3). 
 

What are the keys to happiness from the life of apostle Paul?  

1) Let Go of the past, Press on ahead (Phil 3:12-14). 

The greatest barrier to moving forward is your past. 

Don’t live in the prison of your mind. 

Happiness requires letting go and learning to forget. 

Let go and let God (Psalms 46:10). 

2) Let Go of earthly things, Set your minds on things above (Phil 3:17-20). 

Earthly wealth versus Heavenly wealth. 

We cannot bring earthly things with us when we leave this world.  

Paul was happy to receive gifts, not for his own sake but as credits into the giver’s 

heavenly account (Phil 4:17).  

3) Let Go of self, Have the mind of Christ (Phil 2:3-6) 
The greatest barrier to happiness is conflict with people.  
All because of self.  
The way to resolving conflict is humility. Jesus is our role model. 
Paul did not live for self but for Jesus and for others (Phil 1:21).  
 

Happiness is a choice. Letting go is also a choice. 

We can let go when we know that God will not let go of us (Phil 1:6).
