Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after 
another.Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid 
entering into cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need 
assistance, please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral 
staff.

Parents’ Day Sharing: The Most Precious Family Heirloom 

Introduction 

John Maxwell redefines success: Success is about earning the love and respect of those 

closest to us. True success depends on putting family first. 

I. The Blessed Person Brings Blessing to the Family: A Picture of the Family in Psalm 

128 

“Blessed is everyone who fears the Lord, who walks in His ways.” (Psalm 128:1) 

➢ Abundant fruits of labor 

➢ Wife fruitful like a vine, children like olive shoots around the table—blessed by 

God 

➢ The blessing extends beyond the family to the nation 

“Physical training is of some value, but godliness has value for all things, holding 

promise for both the present life and the life to come.” (1 Timothy 4:8) 

➢ The eternal value of a godly life 

II. The Influence of Parents on the Destiny of the Next Generation 

➢ The fear of the Lord impacts generations 

➢ A comparison of two real-life families: 

A. The Jukes family — atheistic and without God 

B. The Jonathan Edwards family — God-fearing and devoted to Christ 

➢ Key factor: Making the fear of Christ the family heirloom leads to profound 

influence on future generations 

III. The Biblical Foundation of the Family: Honoring Parents 

A. The Commandment to Honor 

“Honor your father and your mother, so that you may live long in the land the Lord 

your God is giving you.” (Exodus 20:12) 

“Honor your father and mother”—which is the first commandment with a promise—

“so that it may go well with you and that you may enjoy long life on the earth.” 

(Ephesians 6:2) 

B. Strict Standards in the Old Testament 



➢ Cursing or disrespecting parents (even by facial expression) warranted death 

➢ Parents are part of God's ordained order 

➢ Disrespecting parents reflects an inability to respect God, oneself, or others 

➢ Family disorder leads to social disorder and broken relationships 

IV. Accepting Our Parents Brings Them Peace 

➢ Even if parents have flaws, we are still called to honor them 

➢ Cultivate a spirit of forgiveness in Christ 

➢ Don’t carry resentment to the grave 

V. Treat Parents with a Joyful and Gentle Expression 

-“May your father and mother rejoice; may she who gave you birth be joyful!” 

(Proverbs 23:25) 

➢ “Facial expression” is the most challenging yet most precious form of honoring 

parents 

➢ This challenge stems from a lack of humility and reverence 

➢ Honoring parents is not just about words or financial support, but also about 

attitude and expression—without complaint or disdain 

VI. Filial Piety Is Not Just Behavior Modification, But a New Life from God 

Jesus said: “By their fruit you will recognize them. Do people pick grapes from 

thornbushes, or figs from thistles? Likewise, every good tree bears good fruit, but a 

bad tree bears bad fruit.” (Matthew 7:16–17) 

Conclusion: 

Think back to when you were little.. 

Reflection Questions: 

1. Looking back at your relationship with your parents, especially in terms of your 

expressions (“facial honor”), what attitudes or behaviors do you recognize need to 

change? 

2. From the contrast between the Jukes and Edwards families, how do you plan to 

become a key person of faith in your own family by living in the fear of the Lord, and 

bring about blessing? 

3. If you feel regret due to the passing of your parents, consider this: How might God 

invite you to redeem that regret? Could you participate in church small groups or 

fellowships (e.g., men’s, women’s, or joyful seniors’ fellowship), sharing your story 

to become a blessing and encouragement to others? 
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WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO BE A FATHER? 
 

1) Honour your father and mother, Ephesians 6:1-3 

   Honour your Father in Heaven. 

 

2) The Bible speaks more about men than women, places more demands and 

responsibilities on fathers than on mothers. 

 

3) Ephesians 6:4 – “Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them 

up in the training and instruction of the Lord” 

 

4) What does it mean to be a father?  

Jesus taught the disciples to address God as Father. 

 

5) Children often develop a concept of Father God through the relationship they 

have with their fathers on earth. Earthly fathers are the representation and 

demonstration of the Father in Heaven. 

 

6) Proverbs 22:6 – “Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, 

he will not depart from it” 

 

7) Fathers, do not exasperate your children. 

 

8) Fathers, bring up your children in the training and instruction of the Lord.
