6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after 
another.Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid 
entering into cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need 
assistance, please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral 
staff.

Theme: The Harvest Is Ready – It’s Time to Reap!   (Missions Sunday) 

Gideon Tiang 12 & 13 July 2025 

Text:  

Don’t you have a saying, ‘It’s still four months until harvest’? I tell you, open your eyes 
and look at the fields! They are ripe for harvest. (John 4:35) 

Introduction: The Time of Awakening Has Come 

Jesus reminds us: Do not delay. Do not assume there is still time. 
In truth, the harvest field of God’s kingdom is already ripe—the opportunity to reap is 
right before our eyes. 

Missions is not about the future, not someone else’s job, and not something to postpone 
until we are better equipped. 

Contents: 

1. The Lord of the Harvest: Jesus Christ 

36 When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were harassed 
and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. 37 Then he said to his disciples, “The 
harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. 38 Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to 
send out workers into his harvest field.” (Matthew 9:36-38) 

• The harvest belongs to Him: “His harvest”  the souls of the world belong to God. 
• He sees the field: Jesus sees the suffering, the lostness, the emptiness, the 

helplessness. What they truly need is the gospel and salvation. 

2. Today’s Harvest: Fields Prepared by the Lord 

Don’t you have a saying, ‘It’s still four months until harvest’? I tell you, open your eyes 
and look at the fields! They are ripe for harvest. (John 4:35) 

• The fields are ready now — this is the best time to reap. 
• Hearts are prepared by the Spirit: Global crises, technological growth, and post-

pandemic reflection have made people search for deeper meaning. 
• Harvest fields are everywhere: Cities, villages, workplaces, campuses, and the 

internet are all ripe mission fields. 
• Missions today: Unreached people groups are still waiting, Countless urban souls 

seek hope, The internet has become a powerful platform to spread the gospel 
instantly to the nations. 



 

3. Workers for the Harvest: God Has Already Prepared Them 

2 He told them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the 
harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field. 3 Go! (Luke 10:2-3a) 

 

• Go personally: Join short-term or long-term missions. 
• Pray continually: For the unreached, for the mission fields, and for the 

missionaries—be a faithful intercessor. 
• Support faithfully: Some cannot go, but they can send—through prayer, financial 

support, and being part of the sending team. 

Conclusion: Here I Am, Send Me! 

8 Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, “Whom shall I send? And who will go for 
us?” And I said, “Here am I. Send me!” (Isaiah 6:8)
