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6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after 
another.Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid 
entering into cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need 
assistance, please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral 
staff.

The Heart of Missions – Living for the Gospel 

 

Scripture 

2 Timothy 3:16–17 

⚫ All Scripture is God-breathed, equipping us for every good work. 

⚫ Prayer: That our hearts may be softened, receptive, compassionate, and obedient. 

⚫ May we see what Jesus sees, and love what He loves. 

 

1. Live for the Gospel 

Philippians 1:19–26 

⚫ Paul, though imprisoned, chooses to live—for the progress and joy in faith of the 

Philippians. 

⚫ The church of Philippi were Paul’s long-time gospel partners (Philippians 1:5; 

Acts 16). 

⚫ A life worth living is one that builds others up in Christ. 

Modern-Day Examples: 

⚫ Regular Zoom fellowship with brothers in Nepal. 

⚫ Weekly Bible reading with children in Northern Thailand. 

Reflection: 

⚫ Often, we respond in short bursts to God's prompting, but lack long-term 

faithfulness. 

⚫ True mission living requires consistent sacrifice and prioritising others’ spiritual 

growth. 

Challenge: 

⚫ Imitate Paul as he imitates Christ—a life fully devoted to gospel partnership. 

 

2. Give, to Your Own Credit 

Philippians 4:10–19 

⚫ Paul was content in need and abundance, but he rejoiced in the Philippians’ 

giving. 

⚫ Their generosity was not just a help to Paul, but a blessing to themselves (v17). 



Real-Life Example: 

⚫ Pastor Matthew in Nepal had no vehicle but was content to walk. 

⚫ Later, believers raised funds to provide a motorcycle for ministry use. 

Reflection: 

⚫ Quote from True Discipleship: 

“How can we pray for provision in Christian work, if we ourselves are not willing 

to give?” 

Application: 

⚫ Reduce excess, increase gospel giving. 

⚫ Let our offerings be a fragrant sacrifice, pleasing to God (Philippians 4:18). 

⚫ Our motto: Labor hard, consume little, give much—all to Christ. 

 

3. Believe—and Suffer—for His Sake 

Philippians 1:27–30 

⚫ Paul calls us not only to believe in Christ but also to suffer for His sake (v29). 

⚫ Christian life includes trials—Paul was beaten, shipwrecked, imprisoned. 

Personal Experience: 

⚫ In Nepal, police arrived during a worship gathering. The preacher was taken 

away. 

⚫ Realisation: Am I ready to suffer? Or will I deny Christ like Peter? 

Challenge: 

⚫ Let Christ be magnified in our lives—whether by life or by death. 

⚫ Quote from Charles Studd, a British missionary: 

“If Jesus died for me, then I don't belong to myself. I must give all to Him.” 

 

Conclusion & Final Reflection 

Too easily drawn to comfort, ease, and distraction. 

May our hearts cry out: 

“I would rather suffer than forget my Lord’s voice. 

I would rather struggle than grow numb to His touch.” 
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
