6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after 
another.Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid 
entering into cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need 
assistance, please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral 
staff.

Title: When Prayer Feels Like Losing Signal 

Text: Luke 18:1–8 

 

Introduction 

• Sometimes prayer feels like it has “lost signal” — no response. 

• Yet Jesus reminds us: in the time when God’s Kingdom is “already but not 

yet,” we must always pray and not lose heart. 

 

I. Background: The “Already” and “Not Yet” of 

God’s Kingdom 

• Luke 17:20–21 

o God’s Kingdom is not a political realm but the reign of God in our 

lives. 

• The Timeline of the Kingdom 

o Already: Began through the Cross and the coming of the Holy Spirit 

o Not Yet: Will be fully revealed at the return of the Son of Man 

• Key Point: In this waiting time, disciples must persist in prayer. 

 

II. The Parable: The Widow and the Unjust Judge 

• The Widow 

o Vulnerable, likely deprived of property or oppressed 

o Represents God’s people crying out for justice in a broken world 

• The Judge 

o Neither feared God nor respected people 

o Eventually answered because of her persistence 

• Jesus’ Lesson 



o If even an unjust judge could be moved, 

o How much more will our righteous and loving God bring justice 

quickly! 

 

III. Core Lessons on Prayer 

1. Attitude: Pray Always, Do Not Lose Heart 

• Prayer is not forcing God’s hand 

• It shapes us as we wait 

• Romans 12:19 — “Vengeance is Mine; I will repay, says the Lord.” 

2. Focus: Remember Who You Pray To 

• God is infinitely better than the unjust judge 

• Luke 11:13 — “How much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy 

Spirit to those who ask Him!” 

3. Content: Pray for God’s Kingdom to Come 

• The widow asked for justice — a symbol of God’s people longing for 

righteousness 

• The Lord’s Prayer: 

o First → Hallowed be Your Name; Your Kingdom come; Your will be 

done 

o Then → Daily bread, forgiveness, deliverance 

• If we long for Christ’s return → Pray for God’s Kingdom, for the fullness of 

the Gentiles (Romans 11:25–26), for His righteousness to be revealed 

4. Scope: Expand Your Prayer Horizon 

• Don’t only pray for those familiar to you 

• 1 Timothy 2:1 — Pray “for all people” 

• Move from the familiar to the unfamiliar; from personal to global 

• True prayer flows from God’s burden, not just human feelings 

5. Thanksgiving: A Mark of Faith 

• Philippians 4:6 — Pray with thanksgiving 



• Thanksgiving comes before the answer 

• Gratitude shifts our focus from problems to God’s goodness 

 

IV. Application & Call 

1. Personally 

o Do not give up in difficulties; keep praying 

o Keep your focus on God’s Kingdom and His righteousness 

2. As a Church 

o Broaden intercession beyond familiar needs 

o Pray for the unreached and the persecuted church 

3. With an Eternal Hope 

o When the Son of Man returns, will He find faith on the earth? 

o Faith = Not losing heart but persevering in prayer until His Kingdom 

is fully revealed 

 

Conclusion 

Prayer is not about moving God’s hand, 

but letting His Kingdom move our hearts. 

In this time of “already but not yet,” 

let us persevere in prayer and not lose heart, 

until that day when the Righteous Judge 

brings justice and His Kingdom fully comes. 
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
