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6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

Be His Witnesses – Come, See a Man! 

Mandarin/Bilingual Service         Gideon Tiang           24&25 January 2026 

Text: John 4:5-30 

Key Scripture: 
28 Then, leaving her water jar, the woman went back to the town and said to the 

people, 29 “Come, see a man… (John 4:28–29a) 

Introduction 

To become a witness of Jesus, one must first encounter Jesus. 

Have we truly encountered Jesus? 

Contents 

1. Encountering Jesus — The Starting Point of Witness (vv. 5–15) 

A person who was neglected, yet intentionally sought by the Lord. 

• The Samaritan woman: her identity was despised, her gender disregarded, 

and the timing was unusual. 

Witnessing is not about “how good I am,” but about “how good the 

Lord is！” 

Witnessing does not begin with “how good I am,” but with “the Lord 

found me！” 

2. Being Enlightened by the Lord — The Authenticity of Witness (v16–26) 

   Jesus exposed her life, yet did not condemn her. 

• Jesus knew her past, yet did not shame or rebuke her; instead, He led her 

to know the living water. 

• From “You are a Jew” → “You are a prophet” → “You are the Christ.” 

True witness must first be illuminated by the Lord’s light. 

True witness does not hide the past, but acknowledges how the Lord has 

changed me. 

True witness is not about boasting in my goodness, but about glorifying 

the Lord’s goodness! 



3. A Turned Life — The Action of Witness (vv. 27–28) 

    She left her water jar and ran into the town. 

• The water jar: her former needs and earthly pursuits. 

• After encountering Jesus, her priorities changed. 

Witnessing is not merely about knowing, but about a change in life 

direction. 

 

4. Speaking Out — The Essence of Witness (vv. 29–30) 

    She did only one thing: she shared what she personally experienced. 

• She had no theological background or systematic training; she simply 

said, “I met about such a person called Jesus.” 

Witnessing is not about an argument, but it is an invitation. 

It is not about “how much I know,” but about “whom I have met.” 

 

Conclusion 

Today, it is our turn to become witnesses for Jesus! 

Experiencing Jesus is not the end; rather, it is the beginning of becoming a 

witness to Him.
