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6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

 Have You Encountered Him? 
31/1&1/2/2026 (Chinese & Bilingual Service Sermon Note) Bro. Tan Yung Sern 

 

Introduction: 

• Our church’s focus for 2026 is: Becoming His witnesses. 

• A question worth reflecting on: If I have not encountered a real 
and living Jesus, who am I actually witnessing about? 

• Today, Jesus is not first calling us to “go and witness.” He is first 
inviting us: Come and encounter Me. 

 

1. The Starting Point of Witness Is Not “What I Know,” but “Whom I 
Have Encountered” 

Scripture: Acts 4:20; 1 John 1:1 

• The disciples were never sharing a system or a set of teachings. 
They were simply saying: “This really happened to us.” 

• The core of the Christian faith is not: 
o How much I know 
o How long I have believed 
But rather: Have I encountered Him? 

• The power of testimony does not come from presentation or packaging, 
but from authenticity. 

• Only when we encounter Him can we truly bear witness to Him. 

 

2. How Can We Encounter Jesus? 

Encountering Jesus is not about methods, but about how we respond to a 
sovereign and initiating Lord. 

• The initiative always belongs to Jesus. 

• Humans cannot manufacture encounters; we can only choose whether to 
respond. 

• The key is not technique, but not rejecting Him. 

 

1. Sovereign Encounters (Like Paul) 
• Some encounters happen purely by Jesus’ sovereign initiative. 
• They cannot be copied or arranged. 
• Our response: Do not harden our hearts, Do not jump to conclusions 
• Do not decide in advance, before meeting Him, that God will not 

speak to you. 



2. Encountered at the End of Ourselves 
• Many real encounters happen when we can no longer hold on. 
• Scripture: 2 Corinthians 1:8–9 
• Our response: Do not create suffering on purpose, But in suffering, 

do not close our hearts, No longer rely only on ourselves 
 

3. Encountering Him Through Honest Crying Out 
• Not “spiritual-sounding” prayers, but real and raw cries. 
• Simple, direct, unpolished. 
• Our response: Be honest before God, “Lord, I really don’t know what 

to do.” 
 

4. Slowly Recognizing Him While Following 
• Not always a one-time miracle. 
• Many encounters are recognized only as we walk along the journey. 
• Our response: Do not wait until we fully understand, Be willing to 

obey the small step today 
 

5. In the Ongoing Presence of the Holy Spirit 
• The most common, yet most easily overlooked. 
• Includes: reminders, comfort, illumination, guidance. 
• Our response: Make space for God, Do not allow life to be constantly 

noisy 
 

Conclusion: God Reveals Himself; We Respond 

• There are many ways to encounter Jesus, but there is only one main character 
— Jesus Himself. 

• We cannot decide how He will reveal Himself, but we can choose how we 
respond. 

• Only when we encounter Him can we truly bear witness to Him.
