6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

Don’t Delay Repaying God’s Goodness

Text: “But by the grace of God I am what I am, and His grace toward me was not in 

vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than all of them—yet not I, but the grace of God 

that was with me.” (1 Corinthians 15:10) 

Introduction: “Our gratitude to God’s goodness reminds me of where we came from; 

how we repay His goodness determines what kind of person we become.”

2. From Just Feeling Grateful to Repaying His Goodness 

A. Repaying God’s goodness means responding to His love through our lives 

14 For Christ’s love compels us, （2 Cor 5:14a） 

B. Repaying God’s goodness is a sign of our life maturity 

15One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, praising God in a loud 

voice. 16He threw himself at Jesus’ feet and thanked him—and he was a 

Samaritan. （Luke 17:15-16） 

C. When God places in a position of blessing, He often gives us a mission as well 

2I will make you into a great nation, and I will bless you; I will make your name 

great, and you will be a blessing.（Gen 12:2） 

 

3. How Do We Repay God’s Goodness with a Thankful Heart? 

A. Offer our lives to God once again 

1“Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer 

your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is your true and 

proper worship. (Romans 12:1) 



B. Respond to God’s goodness through our actions 

Zacchaeus: 8“But Zacchaeus stood up and said to the Lord, ‘Look, Lord! Here 

and now I give half of my possessions to the poor, and if I have cheated anybody 

out of anything, I will pay back four times the amount.’9 Jesus said to him, ‘Today 

salvation has come to this house, because this man, too, is a son of 

Abraham.’”(Luke 19:8–9) 

Blessed by God – Accepted by Jesus, Forgiven, life is transformed 

Repaying God’s goodness – Willingly making restitution, using one’s resources 

to bless the poor 

Let’s not wait for the day when we will be fully ready. Instead, let’s start 

with what we can do today. 

 

C. Pass On God’s Goodness to Others 

Peter and John: “As for us, we cannot help speaking about what we have seen 

and heard.” (Acts 4:20) 

Paul: “But for that very reason I was shown mercy so that in me, the worst of 

sinners, Christ Jesus might display His immense patience as an example for those 

who would believe in Him and receive eternal life.” (1 Timothy 1:16) 

Blessed by God: Forgiven, Called, Entrusted with the gospel.                                                

Ways of Repaying Grace: Devoting one’s life to sharing the gospel, Willing to 

suffer for the Lord without regret 

There is no method or ritual to repaying God’s goodness to us. It is simply 

the response of a transformed life. 

Those who truly understand God’s goodness will allow others to experience 

God’s grace through them.

Don’t delay repaying God’s goodness! Let us become people do not only feel grateful 

but also repay His goodness through our lives.
