6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

Great Fortune and Prosperity: Seeking True 

Blessing from the Perspective of Eternity 
21-22/2/2026 (Chinese & Bilingual Service Sermon Note)  Joe Huang 

Core Message: 

Not a moment of fleeting success, but a lifetime of eternal victory. 

 

Part I: Sermon Key Points 
 

I. Redefining "Blessing": From the Temporal to the Eternal 
 

-During Chinese New Year, we often exchange greetings of "Great Fortune and Prosperity" (Da Ji 

Da Li). However, the world’s definition of blessing stands in stark contrast to the Bible’s.  
 

The World’s Blessing: Tangible and visible, yet temporary—destined to fade away. 
 
The Bible’s Blessing: Though unseen by the eye, it is eternal and unshakable. 
 

The Goal: Today, we will be using an eternal perspective to redefine what it truly means to be 
blessed. 
 
II. True "Auspiciousness": Originating from a Good God 

-True "good fortune" is not a matter of luck; it originates from an unchanging God. 
 
God’s Attribute: God does not merely "give" goodness; He is Goodness itself. 

 
Our Way of Life: We are not the source of light, but a vessel that reflects it. As long as we align 
ourselves with God, His goodness will naturally flow through us. 
 
The True Inheritance: The question is not "What do I have?" but "Whom do I have?" The Lord is 
our portion; having God is the greatest blessing of all. 
 
III. True "Prosperity": Godliness with Contentment 

The Secret to Great Gain: Godliness with contentment is great gain (1 Timothy 6:6). 

 

The Benefit of Suffering: God never wastes a season of suffering; every trial is shaping our lives. 
 
Joseph’s Perspective: "What man intended for harm, God used for good." Man looks at the moment; 
God looks at the outcome. 
 

IV. True “Success”: Aligning Our Will with God’s 

-True "success” is not about things going my way, but about aligning my heart with God’s will. 
 
Jesus’ Example: In the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus prayed: "Not as I will, but as You will." 
 
The Paradox of Victory: This obedience may look like loss, yet it leads to resurrection. God’s 
purpose always transcends human plans. 

 
V. Conclusion: The Cross is the Greatest Blessing 
-The greatest goodness is not found in favorable circumstances, but in the Cross. 

 



A Shift in Perspective: The world views the Cross as failure and shame; God views it as salvation and 

glory. The deepest darkness became the greatest blessing. 

The Ultimate Goal: God predestined us to be conformed to the image of His Son. The true benefit is a life 

that resembles Jesus. 

 

The Promise of Victory: In all these things, we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. 

 

Part II: Cell Group Discussion Questions 
Please discuss the following questions in your groups to help apply this message to your daily lives:  

 

I. Regarding "Auspiciousness" (Ji): Defining Blessing 
 

Reflect: In general worldly terms, what kind of person is considered "blessed"? 
 

Sharing: The message states that true "good fortune" lies in "Whom I have (God)." How does this differ 

from the "blessings" you have pursued in the past? 

 

II. Regarding "Prosperity" (Li): Benefits Found in Suffering 
 

Reflect: The message says that "godliness with contentment" is great gain, and that even suffering can be 

beneficial to us. 
 

Sharing: Looking back, can you share a difficult experience or a season of "loss" where you now see how 

God was actually shaping your life for the better? 

 

III. Regarding "Success" (Ru Yi): Aligning Our Will 
 

Reflect: Jesus prayed, "Not as I will, but as You will." 
 

Sharing: In which area of your current life (work, family, or ministry) do you most need to learn to let go 

of your own plans and align your heart with God’s will? 
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
