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6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

Introduction: 
During Good Friday and Easter, we are reminded that: 
God’s love is not only great salvation, but also daily companionship. 

 

I. A Vast Love (The Cross and the Resurrection) 

1. The Cross Reveals God’s Love 
Scripture: John 3:16; Romans 5:8 

• God loves the world and gave His only Son 

• Christ died for us while we were still sinners 

• Love is not based on our worthiness, but on who God is 

2. The cross resolves the problem of sin 
Scripture: Ephesians 1:7; Romans 5:9 

• Forgiveness of sin 

• Justification before God 

• Removal of condemnation  

3. The Cross Breaks the Power of Sin 
Scripture: Romans 6:6 

• The old self was crucified with Christ 

• We are no longer slaves to sin 

4. The Resurrection Brings New Life 
Scripture: Romans 6:4; John 10:10 

• A new way of living 

• have life, and life in abundance 
The Cross: resolved the problem of sin and human sinfulness; 
The Resurrection: bringing new life 
This is the vast love of God 

 

II. A Tender Love (God’s Daily Presence) 

If the story ends at the cross, it becomes history. 
But God’s love is not history—it is present reality. 
 
1. He is with me, and He knows me completely 
Scripture: Hebrews 13:5b; Psalm 139:1–3;  

• God loves the world and gave His only Son 

• Christ died for us while we were still sinners 

• Love is not based on our worthiness, but on who God is 



2. He sustains, guides and cares for me in my life 
Scripture: Psalm 145:14; Isaiah 30:21; Matthew 6:26 

• He lifts me up when I fall 

• He guides me when I am lost 

• He provides for me when I am in need 

• God’s love is not merely a presence; it is a love that actively engages 
with your daily life.  

3. He shapes my life 
Scripture: John 15:2, Hebrews 12:10–11 

• Pruning is done to produce fruit 

• Discipline is for growth 

• God’s love is not merely about making you feel comfortable; it is about 
helping you grow, change and bear fruit 

Life does not develop on its own; it needs to be nurtured. 

✔ Draw near to God 

✔ Obey the Holy Spirit 

✔ Live in the truth 
 

Conclusion:  

God’s Love: 

• The Cross → Boundless Love (Salvation) 

• In Daily Life → Tender Love (Presence) 
He is not only the Lord who died for you, but also the Lord who walks with 
you every day. 
He not only transforms your eternity, but also enters into your present. 
He does not merely save you, but also accompanies you, guides you and 
shapes you.
