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6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

Psalm 8 
Introduction 

We are very familiar with the Psalms, especially Psalm 23. The Psalms praise God and 

speak of His glory and greatness. From the Psalms we receive comfort, encouragement, 

renewed strength, and hope. Many worship songs are based on verses from the Psalms. 

The Psalms encourage us to come before God with our most honest selves—whether we 

are joyful or happy, worried or sad, weak or helpless, or even crying and pleading. We 

can come before God, look to Him, and be renewed in strength. 

 

Psalm 8:1-9 

▪ This psalm can be seen as: a personal psalm; a community psalm and even a 

“universal” psalm 

▪ It is a psalm about praising God, and may even be seen as a “Messianic psalm.” 

 

1) First section: Praise (verses 1–2) 

▪ “LORD” (or Yahweh, Jehovah) is the name God uses to reveal Himself to people.  

▪ “Our Lord” shows the relationship between God and humans. 

 

1.1 The psalmist praises God to the whole universe (v.1) 

▪ Even though the earth is large, it cannot fully contain God’s glory and majesty. So, 

the psalmist invites the heaven and the whole universe to join in witnessing God’s 

power and wonder. 

▪ What is seen in the universe and the heavens is God Himself, not something else. 

 

1.2 The reason and result of praise (v.2) 

▪ Reason: because of God’s enemies  

▪ Result: enemies and avengers are silenced  

▪ God uses an unexpected way: “Through the praise of children and infants you have 

established a stronghold.” 

▪ This verse is fulfilled in the Messiah. When Jesus entered Jerusalem and 

cleansed the temple, children shouted: “Hosanna to the Son of David” (Matthew 

21:15–16). 

 

2) Second section: Song of praise (verses 3–8) 

This section has three parts. First is praise for God’s creation (vv.3–4): 

▪ God has placed His beauty in the heavens. The stars and moon declare that there 

is a living Creator. God’s creation is amazing and powerful. 

▪ From the universe, the psalmist not only knows God, but also understands himself. 

On one hand, he praises God’s greatness. On the other hand, he is thankful that 

God carefully cares for weak and small human beings. 

 

2.1 Thanks for the identity God gives to humans (v.5) 

▪ The psalm describes human dignity and glory: God crowns human beings with 

honor. It is like a king being crowned. 

▪ How do we receive this honor? The answer is: in Christ. 



▪ Hebrews 2:9 But we do see Jesus, who was made lower than the angels for a little 

while, now crowned with glory and honor because he suffered death, so that by the 

grace of God he might taste death for everyone. 

 

2.2 Thanks for the authority God gives to humans (vv.6–8) 

▪ Paul says in 1 Corinthians 15:25 For he must reign until he has put all his enemies 

under his feet. Verse 57 says, but thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through 

our Lord Jesus Christ. 

▪ This authority is not a new assignment, but a fulfillment of Genesis 1:26–27. From 

the beginning, God’s plan was for humans to rule over His creation together with 

Him. 

 

3) Third section: Praise (final verse) 

▪ The last verse responds to the first verse. It creates a “beginning and ending echo.” 

▪ The psalm begins and ends with praising God’s name. 

▪ God’s name means His revelation—what He shows of Himself in the heavens and 

the earth is Himself, not anything else. 

 

4) Conclusion 

 

In this psalm, the writer praises God’s greatness, infinity, wonder, and power. At the same 

time, he recognizes how small, weak, and humble humans are. 

 

What is even more amazing is that this great God chooses to protect and care for people. 

Even more deeply, God lifts fallen humanity to a very honored position and gives them 

responsibility to rule over His creation. 

 

May all honor, glory, and praise belong to the Triune God. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Reflection and Discussion 

▪ The sky and the earth are like a big universe, and humans are like a small universe. 

Both are platforms to show God’s glory. Do we truly know God’s glory? Are we 

reflecting His glory in our lives?  

▪ Does Psalm 8 help you know God better and understand yourself better? God shows 

us such great grace—how should we respond?  

▪ Since we know that the Most High God is willing to care for weak and humble people, 

how should this help us face both good and difficult times in life? 
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
