The Characteristics of Noah's life 

Gen 6:1-9 

Introduction： 

1. Genesis 6:1-4 is one of the most difficult passages to interpret in the book of 
Genesis, especially regarding the meaning of "the sons of God" and "the daughters 
of men." 

2. Basically, biblical scholars have several different interpretations. 
3. I am more inclined to accept that the "sons of God" refer to fallen angels. 
4. Because this interpretation aligns better with the context and overall explanation. 

 
A. The Old Testament does refer to angels as “sons of God” (Job 1:6; 2:1). 

1. The above explanation is not without its points of contention. 
Its challenge also arises from Jesus' response to the Sadducees. 
Matt 22:30: "At the resurrection, people will neither marry nor be given in 
marriage; they will be like the angels in heaven." 

- Therefore, some interpret this to mean that angels cannot have sexual relations 
with humans. But 
I. Jesus' statement refers to angels in heaven, not to fallen angels who did not 
keep their proper domain. 
II. Jesus' statement concerns the state of people at the resurrection, not the 
historical events before Noah's time. 
III. Most importantly, Jesus was describing the situation in heaven, whereas 
Genesis 6 describes events that took place on earth. 

2. How could fallen angels have sexual relations with humans? 
- In Genesis 18-19, God's angels appeared in human form. 
- And the inhabitants of Sodom wanted to rape them 
- It means that in a certain state angels may be capable of engaging in sexual 

relations with humans. 
 

B. God Set Boundaries for Human Wickedness 
1. The following is the process of sin committed by the sons of God. 

Gen 6:2 2 the sons of God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful, and 
they married any of them they chose. 

- They "saw" that the daughters of men were beautiful, and they took any they 
chose as wives. 

- They make judgments and decisions based on their own will, without regarding 
God as God, just like Eve took the liberty of eating the fruit of the knowledge of 
good and evil. 
 



 
2. Therefore, God took action to limit human lifespan. 

- Gen 6:3 Then the LORD said, "My Spirit will not contend with man forever, for 
he is mortal; his days will be a hundred and twenty years." 

3. Why did God drastically shorten human lifespan? 
- Because when a fallen angel is united with a human being, the human being's 

power to do evil is greatly increased.  
 

C. The Consequence of Sin is Destructive Judgment 
1. This immediately tells us a sad truth. 

- He was so grieved that He decided to execute severe judgment: He would 
destroy the humanity He had created. 

- He destroyed the world of that time with a flood. 
 

D. God prepares grace to save people from judgment 

1. Gen 6:8 “But Noah found favor in the eyes of the LORD.” 
2. What were the characteristics of Noah’s life? 

Gen 6:9 He is described as: "Noah was a righteous man, blameless among the 
people of his time, and he walked with God."  

3. Reflecting on the above verse, we can identify three key characteristics of Noah: 
3.1 Noah was a righteous man 
- He believed in God’s revelation, even though it was something he had never 

seen or heard before—that God would destroy the world with a flood. 
- When Noah received God's revelation, he was 500 years old (Genesis 5:32). 
- By the time the flood occurred, Noah was 600 years old (Genesis 7:11). 
3.2 Noah Was Blameless 
- Here, the word "blameless" emphasizes wholeness, integrity, and having few 

faults. 
- Noah, in a time when the world was filled with wickedness, resisted peer 

pressure and remained faithful, which is why God saw him as blameless. 
3.3 Noah Was a Man Who Walked with God 
- Amos 3:3 says, "Can two walk together unless they are agreed?" 
- So walking together represents being of one heart, fellowship, and intimacy. 

Conclusion： 

1. May the Lord help us to learn to listen to the voice of the Holy Spirit through our 
daily devotions. 

2. May we have the faith to obey the guidance of the Holy Spirit to walk with God as 
children pleasing to God and not conforming to the world, but becoming the light 
of the world. 
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
