6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

Family becomes a testimony – seeing where Jesus is？ 

1. What is a Witness/Testimony?  

True testimony is seeing God at work. 

 

• We are never the main characters of a testimony. 

• Testimony is not achieved through our own efforts. 

• The Holy Spirit also bears witness. 

• Obedience is our opportunity to experience God. 

 

2. How Do We See Testimony in the Family? 

Through these three aspects: 

 

•  This family itself—who is in control? 

•  The relationships between family members. 

•  How do we live our daily lives 

 

3.  Recognizing Jesus’ Sovereignty in the Family 

3.1  Understand that marriage is established by God 

• Shift from dwelling on "the right person" to "living out the right relationship." 

 

3.2  Remember that children are God’s heritage (property) 

• Since they are given by God, they shouldn’t be raised according to human ways. 

 

3.3 Return the family to God’s sovereignty 

• Family sovereignty is more than just "personal faith." 

 

4.   Seeing Jesus’ Life in Relationships 

4.1 Restore the relationship with God 

• Constant trust brings life transformation. 

 

4.2 Repair relationships with people 

• Changed lives lead to changed relationships. 

 

 

 



 

5.  Seeing Jesus’ Presence in Daily Life 

5.1 Faith without deeds is dead 

• We see God’s presence through obedience. 

 

5.2 Looking back, we realize Jesus has always been there. 

• Learn to count the grace of the Lord.

As For Me and My House, We Will Serve the Lord

Text:  Joshua 24:14-15 

14 “Now fear the Lord and serve him with all faithfulness. Throw away the gods your 
ancestors worshiped beyond the Euphrates River and in Egypt, and serve the Lord. 15 But 
if serving the Lord seems undesirable to you, then choose for yourselves this day whom 
you will serve, whether the gods your ancestors served beyond the Euphrates, or the 
gods of the Amorites, in whose land you are living. But as for me and my household, we 
will serve the Lord.” 

1. Serving God is a personal choice. 
Joshua starts out by saying “As for me”… serve the Lord. It goes to show that 
Joshua made a personal choice to serve the Lord.  
In this life’s journey, I am glad that I am given the privilege to make this personal 
choice as well.  
a. My parents and relatives were witnesses to me of how they chose to surrender 

to Jesus through their actions.  
b. My personal encounter with the goodness and love of Jesus Christ. 

These made me decide that as for me, I will serve the Lord. 

2. Passing Down the Faith 
Joshua goes on to say as for me AND MY HOUSE, WE WILL SERVE THE LORD. 
Joshua understood that this faith needs to pass down to the next generation and 
so on. It is not just knowledge that needs to be passed down but people need 
Christian examples.  

Deuteronomy 6:5-9 

5Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your 
strength. 6These commandments that I give you today are to be on your hearts. 
7Impress them on your children. Talk about them when you sit at home and 
when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up. 8Tie 
them as symbols on your hands and bind them on your foreheads. 9Write them 
on the doorframes of your houses and on your gates. 

In every day of our lives, be examples and witnesses of: 

• How we handle problems 
• How we speak 
• How we treat others 
• How we prioritise Jesus in our lives 



 
3. How do I choose Jesus? 

a. Choose to trust Him 
- Trusting Him over trusting our own wisdom 
- Proverbs 3:5-6 Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own 

understanding. In all your ways acknowledge Him and He will make your 
path straight 

- Romans 8:28 28 And we know that in all things God works for the good of 
those who love him, who[a] have been called according to his purpose. 
 

b. Choose to follow His word 
- Allowing God’s words to shape our values and principles.  

Eg: in current society, sex before marriage is ok. Cohabitation is ok. It’s 
good to test to know if we are suitable for one another or not. 
But what does God say about sex before marriage? 
Hebrews 13:4 4 Marriage should be honored by all, and the marriage bed 
kept pure, for God will judge the adulterer and all the sexually immoral. 

 
- So if I love Jesus, I choose to follow His word. John 14:15 “If you love me, 

keep my commands. 
- Therefore, I should stay abstinent before marriage because God says to 

keep marriage bed pure. 
 

c. Choose to put Him first 
- It means to surrender our lordship to the Lord. 

Matthew 6:24 No man can serve two masters. Either you will hate the one 
and love the other, or you will be devoted to the one and despise the other. 
You cannot serve both God and money. 

 
d. Choose Him again and again 

- It’s not a once off decision event.  
Eg:  

- Humility over pride 
- Forgiveness over bitterness 
- Obedience over compromise 

Conclusion: 

1. Choose for yourself this day whom you will serve 
2. Declare AS FOR ME AND MY HOUSE WE WILL SERVE THE LORD.
