6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

The Place of Calling 
I.  Introduction: The Largest Creature on Earth’s Surface (over 30 stories tall and 

more than 30 meters in diameter) is actually a shallow-rooted plant. The key lies in 
its "intertwined root system" 

1. Why must we integrate into the church (a tangible community of Christians)? 
It is God’s design: God wants us to experience His love and power in the church, 
understand the purpose and plan of life, and serve one another with spiritual gifts. 
Psalm 92:13 (KJV) "Those that be planted in the house of the Lord shall flourish in the 
courts of our God." 
 
II. Paul’s Prayer for the Ephesian Believers: 6 Core Points (Ephesians 3:14-21 KJV) 
1. Correct Understanding of God (Ephesians 3:14-15 KJV) "For this cause I bow my 
knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Of whom the whole family in heaven 
and earth is named." 
Bowing the knees = Humility. Knowing God makes us humble; knowing ourselves 
keeps us humble. 
2. Faith as the Fundamental Love (Ephesians 3:16-17 KJV) "That he would grant you, 
according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by his Spirit in the 
inner man; That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith;" 
- "Might in the inner man" refers to "the inner self." 
- God’s most fundamental love for us is to keep us from losing "faith." 
- Rejecting Jesus, disbelieving in Jesus, refusing to submit to the truth, persecuting or 

being shaken—all these are "stumbling in faith." 
- Rely on the Holy Spirit to renew and strengthen the might in the inner man. 
3. Rooted in Christ’s Love (Ephesians 3:17-18 KJV) "That ye, being rooted and 
grounded in love, May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and 
length, and depth, and height;" 
- Why do you believe in the Lord? Is it because you fear hell? Or because God draws 

you with His lovingkindness? 
- Through the testimonies of other Christians, see how God’s love manifests in 

different lives. 
- Natural revelation from "wild geese flocks" (interdependence in community). 
4. Knowing Christ’s Love—Breaking Narrow-Mindedness to Enter God’s Fullness 
(Ephesians 3:19 KJV) "And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that 
ye might be filled with all the fulness of God." 
- Christ’s love surpasses human comprehension. 
- Human vision is often narrow, just like the Pharisees or the prodigal son’s elder 

brother. 
- The sinful woman: Because she deeply understood the Lord’s love, she received 

much forgiveness and was filled with gratitude. 



 5. Living Out God’s Abundant Plan Through Church Life (Ephesians 3:20 KJV) "Now 
unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, 
according to the power that worketh in us," 
- "Do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think" does not mean freedom 
from troubles, making great wealth, living in a luxury house or driving a famous car. 
Instead, it means fulfilling the needs of our inner life—knowing Christ’s love, being 
filled with God, transforming our lives, and committing to the church. Only then can 
we understand God’s plan. 
6. God Receiving Glory in the Church (Ephesians 3:21 KJV) "Unto him be glory in the 
church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world without end. Amen." 
- From "guest" to "family member." 
- For individuals: The church is the way God "perfects you." 
- Supported by the gifts of the Holy Spirit: 1 Corinthians 12:7-11 (KJV) "But the 
manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal. For to one is given 
by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same 
Spirit; To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same 
Spirit; To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another 
discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation 
of tongues: But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every 
man severally as he will." 
- For God: The church is the "higher manifestation" of His glory. 
 
Discussion Questions 
1. California sequoia stand firm through their intertwined root systems," which is like 

the interconnected relationship between believers in the church. Have you ever 
had an experience in the church where you were touched by the support or 
testimonies of other brothers and sisters, and thus felt God’s love more deeply? 
Please share briefly. 

  
2. Often, we, like the Pharisees or the prodigal son’s elder brother, question God’s 

love with narrow-mindedness (for example, thinking "some people don’t deserve 
God’s grace"). Have you ever had similar thoughts yourself? How did you adjust 
this mindset afterward? 

 
3. In Paul’s prayer, "knowing the love of Christ" is one of the core points, and the 

church is a key place where God "perfects us" and "receives glory." What is the 
biggest hurdle you need to overcome right now when participating in ministry or 
fellowship in the church (such as "fear of not being capable" or "lack of time")? 
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
