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6. Beware of cults/heretics
Recently, we know that cults/heretics organizations have infiltrated the church and frequently 
invited brothers and sisters to participate in their activities. Meanwhile, we also observed their 
following practices and reactions:
1. Recruit believers to participate in various Bible courses through various means of making 

friends and chatting on social media.
2. When asking the other party about their basic Christian beliefs, they may appear mysterious 

and unwilling to listen or respond. 
3. Visit new friends in the church, show exceptional enthusiasm, ask for contact information 

from members, but remain mysterious, constantly lobbying members to participate in Bible 
classes or other gatherings. 

4. Recently, there have also been cases of two or a group of people going door-to-door to 
report good news.5. Besides, their methods will continue to evolve one after another. 
Therefore, we call on our church brothers and sisters to be cautious and avoid entering into 
cults/heretical groups. If you encounter any of the above situations and need assistance, 
please inform your cell group leader/parents or contact the church's pastoral staff.

Biblical Order: First “Being,” then “Doing” 
 

❖ Fulfilling the Great Commission (Doing) (Matthew 28:19–20) 

    ➢ A clear, outward, action-oriented call — a missional call to “go.” 

❖ Being His Witnesses (Being) (Acts 1:8) 

    ➢ It answers the questions: Who am I? Whom do I belong to? For whom do I live? 

❖ The relationship is not opposition, but “source vs. fruit.”

Introduction: This Generation “Watches” More Than It “Listens” 
 

❖  This generation is not listening to what we believe as much as it is watching how we live. 

❖  They are still searching: Is there a faith that truly changes lives? 

❖  Today people do not often ask, “What do you believe?” 

  They ask instead, “Does your faith really make a difference?” 

❖  This generation is watching our faith. That is why, before His ascension, Jesus did not say, 

  “You must do more ministry,” but said, “You will be My witnesses.” (Acts 1:8) 
 

I.  The Key of Acts 1:8: Witness Is Not a Task, but an Identity 
         “You will be My witnesses.” 
 

1. The word “witness” (martys) in the original language is not a temporary role, 
but a lifelong identity — even implying a willingness to pay the price for what one believes. 

2. Witness is not something you do; witness is who you have become. 
3. You are not a Christian only on weekends; in every setting of life, you carry the life of Christ. 

(Matthew 5:16; 2 Corinthians 3:2) 
 

II.  The Power of the Holy Spirit: Not to Make You Busier, but to Make You  
 More Like Christ 
         “But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you.” 
 

1. The power of the Holy Spirit is not merely external ability, 
but inward transformational power. 

2. How does the Holy Spirit make faith “visible”? 
(Galatians 5:22–23; Romans 8:10) 

• Transforming our reactions 
• Renewing inner motivations 
• Shaping Christlike character 

 

III.  Jerusalem: Faith Is First Seen in the “Closest Places” 
         — Jerusalem is not a stage; it is where you live every day. 
 

1. Witness in the family 
Are you willing to apologize humbly? 
Do you replace accusation with grace? 



2. Witness in the workplace 
Are you still honest under pressure? 
Are you upright in the face of injustice? 
(Colossians 3:23; Titus 2:7) 

 

IV.  Samaria: Faith Is Seen in “Uncomfortable Relationships” 
 

1. Samaria represents people we would rather avoid. 
(Luke 6:27; Romans 12:20) 

2. True witness is not displayed in safe environments, 
but revealed in moments of tension. 

 

V.  To the Ends of the Earth: Wherever You Go, Faith Is Seen There 
“The ends of the earth” are not only mission fields, but the direction in which God expands  
  your influence”. 

 

1. Philippians 2:15 — 
“In this crooked and depraved generation… you shine like stars.” 

2. You may not all be called to “go far away,” 
but you are certainly called to “live distinctly.” 

 

VI.  Practical Application: How to Live Out a “Visible Faith” 
Three Concrete Practices 
 

1. Ask yourself one question every day: 
“Does my response today look like Jesus?” 

2. In one difficult relationship, intentionally choose to live out grace. 
3. In one area of life, choose obedience rather than compromise. 

 

Conclusion: A Faith That Can Be Seen — Let Your Life Speak for Jesus 
 

1. In a generation that no longer readily “listens to sermons,” 
people first watch how you live before deciding whether to believe in your God. 

2. This generation is watching — may our lives help them see Jesus. 
3. God does not call us to prove our faith, but to live out our faith. 
4. Lord, I do not want merely to talk about You; I want to live You out. 

Let my life be a visible faith, so that others may know You 
and glorify You through my life. 

 

Small Group Discussion Questions 
 

1. How do you think others currently see your faith 
(at home, in the workplace, or among friends)? 

2. When have you found yourself “doing a lot,” 
yet feeling inwardly drained? 
What aspect of your Being might God be inviting Him to renew first? 

3. This week, in what specific situation do you want to intentionally practice 
“becoming before doing”? 
(a person, an issue, or an attitude) 
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
